The selected firm was the highest scored respondent. Merrell Bros., Inc. is the incumbent for this service and the business unit has expressed a favorable service level during the current contract. The Florida Department of Environmental Protection revised
biosolids regulations in 2020 legislation that went into effect in the summer of 2023 resulting in a statewide shift from land application sites to landfills and higher costs for a significantly tighter landfill availability. The BAFO process resulted in a price reduction
of $387,598.10. The new pricing is approximately 27% higher than the current contract; this pricing is deemed reasonable as 26% is the average increase across all respondents. Upon analysis of the rates, the majority of the increase is coming from the landfill
costs. Procurement reached out to the vendor to discuss, and the driver behind the increase are due to 2020 legislation, SB-712, regulation aimed at mitigating nutrient impacts on Florida’s water resources. In response to this legislation, the proposed FDEP rule
changes went into effect in the Summer of 2023 and the result of the rule change is aimed at curtailing the land application of class B biosolids. This is impacting every landfill and treatment facility in the State. The FDEP’s own estimates expect this to cost
upwards of $600 million Statewide as utilities shift away from land application programs and pay tip fees for disposal/treatment. Tip fees are swiftly rising as landfills and compost facilities are at capacity. Additionally, there is a shortage of woody green
vegetation waste needed in the composting process. Wood was disposed of at a cost, and is now purchased by many compost facilities. This too increases the total disposal cost of the biosolids as the necessary inputs in the composting process.

The new participation amount is $546,790.00
which is approximately 90% of the JEA estimate of $609,732.00. The revision was deemed fair and accurate when reviewed and compared to the JEA estimate.

Historically, these purchases were done as single source purchases orders only throughout a fiscal year. To be more efficient and cut down on the amount of purchase orders, we created blanket agreements for each fiscal year. After reviewing historical spend,
we are reaching the formal threshold and have decided to bring to awards for a longer-term contract.

The scope of work for this contract includes the replacement of a 16-inch force main along Clark Rd. and Main St. between Kentucky St. and Gun Club Rd. This sewer main conveys sewage from the residential areas in the southwest of District 2 to the Cedar
Bay Treatment Facility. The force main consists of approx. 2,616 feet of 16-inch ductile iron pipe (DIP). The existing ductile FM was installed in the 1970’s. Non-destructive testing has shown that the pipe walls have significant thinning. Based on the age and
materials of the pipe, the tested pipe thinning, and the consequences of failure, replacing this FM prior to the end of its useful lie is recommended to reduce the potential risk of future pipe failures, service interruptions, and costly emergency repairs.
The award amount is approximately 9% below the budget estimate. JEA project staff reviewed the bid pricing and deemed it reasonable compared to the other bids received.

Advertised on 09/27/2021. Five (5) prime companies attended the mandatory pre-proposal meeting held
on 10/01/2021. At proposal opening on 10/26/2021, JEA received four (4) Proposals. The companies
were evaluated based on price, work approach and safety. Thompson Industrial Services and MPW
Industrial Services are the highest evaluated proposing companies. A copy of the evaluation matrix,
proposals and rate sheets are attached as backup.

GENERAL CONTRACT CONDITIONS

A. Liability

The Consultant's liability for any claim for damages, breach of contract,
professional acts, errors or omissions, shall not exceed the Consultant's total
fee for services rendered pursuant to this contract.

B. Disputes

All claims, disputes, and controversies arising out of or in relation to the
performance, interpretation, application, or enforcement of this Contract,
including but not limited to breach thereof, with the exception of non-payment
for services performed, shall be referred to mediation under the then current
Construction Industry Mediation Rules of the American Arbitration
Association prior to any recourse to arbitration or judicial forum.

The Client and the Consultant agree to include the foregoing provision in any
and all agreements with independent contractors and consultants retained for
the project and to require all independent contractors and consultants to
likewise include said provision in any and all agreements with subcontractors,
sub consultants, suppliers, or fabricators so retained.

In the event the client makes a claim or brings action against the Consultant
for any act arising out of the performance of this contract, and fails to win a
judgment for such claim or action, either through arbitration or a court of law,
then the client shall pay all legal and other reasonable costs incurred by the
consultant in defense of such claim or action.

C. Ownership of Documents

All documents including original drawings, reports and copies thereof,
produced as a result of this Contract, are instruments of service and shall
remain the property of the Consultants.

The Client agrees that all such instruments of service furnished to the Client
or its agents, that are not paid for, shall be returned to the Consultant upon
demand and shall not be used by Client for any purpose whatever.

The Client may be furnished copies of said instruments of service and may
make and retain copies for information and reference. However, such
documents are not intended or represented to be suitable for reuse by Client or
others. Any reuse is specifically prohibited without written consent of the
Consultant.

D. Standard of Care

The Consultant will provide the services under the Contract in a manner
consistent with the level of care and skill that is ordinarily exercised by
members of the various professions involved and currently practicing under
similar conditions. No other warranty, either express or implied is made with
this agreement.

The Client recognizes that certain services may require decisions which are
not based purely on science but rather on judgment and are based on the
available information, taking into consideration the intended purpose of the
work, environmental impacts, and the economics of the situation. The
Consultant will be responsible for data, interpretations, and recommendations
issued but shall not be responsible for the interpretation by others of the
information developed.

E. Safety

The Consultant is responsible solely for its own and its employees’ activities
on any job site. The Client and its other consultants and contractors are solely
responsible for maintaining a safe job site. Neither the professional activities
of the consultant nor the presence of the consultant or its employees and sub
consultants, on the job site shall be construed to imply that the Consultant has
any responsibility for safety in or about the job site. The Consultant, its
employees and sub consultants shall not have control over or charge of and
shall not be responsible for construction means, methods, techniques,
sequences or procedures, or for safety precautions and programs in connection
with any work performed by others on a job site, since these are solely the
responsibility of the Client and its contractor.

F. Assigns

The Client and the Consultants each binds itself and its successors, assigns,
and legal representatives to each part to the Contract; provided nevertheless
that neither the Client nor the Consultant shall assign, sublet or transfer any
rights under or interest (including, but without limitation, moneys that may
become or are due) in the contract without the written consent of the other
party. Nothing contained in this paragraph shall prevent the Consultant from
engaging such independent consultants, associates or subcontractors as it may
deem appropriate to assist it with the performance of services hereunder.

G. Termination

This agreement may be terminated by either party upon seven (7) days written
notice by mutual agreement, or in the event of a material failure by the other
party to perform in accordance with the terms hereof. In the event of
termination the Consultant shall be paid for all services performed and
expenses incurred to the date of termination plus any expenses directly
attributable to termination.

All invoices shall be paid within 30 days of the invoice date. If payment is not
made within 5 business days after the due date the Consultant may terminate
its services by written notice to Client under any and all purchase orders and
agreements with Client.

H. Amendments

The Contract may be amended from time to time for the purpose of detailing
additional work or changing scope including any special services required for
the project. Each amendment should include a scope and estimated fee and
shall be signed by representatives of both parties and may be done only in
writing.

I. Extent of Agreement

This agreement including any attachments, exhibits and amendments,
represents the entire and integrated agreement between the parties and
supersedes all prior negotiations, representations, or agreements either written
or verbal.

J. Governing Law
This agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Maine.

K. Validity
If any part of this agreement is found to be unenforceable all remaining
provisions shall continue to be binding and valid and those unenforceable
sections shall be interpreted to best reflect the intention of the parties.

. Payment

Invoices for our services will be submitted monthly. It is agreed and
understood that payment of invoices will be made on receipt. It is understood
that you will limit the liability of SGC Engineering, LLC to you and to all
contractors and consultants on the project arising from SGC Engineering,
LLC’s negligent acts, errors or omissions such that the total aggregate liability
of SGC Engineering, LLC will not exceed the contract amount. It is further
understood that any balances on this account remaining unpaid for a period of
30 days will incur a service charge of 1 /2 % per month (expressed as an
annual percentage rate, the charge is 18%). It is further agreed that if said
account is turned over for collection, reasonable attorney's fees and costs of
collection shall be added to the unpaid balances, whether or not legal action is
instituted.

SGC Engineering, LLC reserves the right to stop work on the project if
invoices are not paid within 30 days of the date of the invoice. The parties to
this contract specifically agree that SGC Engineering, LLC has no obligation
to release drawings or other documents until the final bill for services has
been paid.
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
