increasing the funding for AWG. Additionally, we are requesting new funding of $184,512.00 for AWG,

SEL is the single source OEM only Northeast Florida regional provider for the Power Connections manufactured items contained in this award. JEA has purchased some of these items in the past. The items that have been previously purchased remain at the same
price as previously purchased. JEA compared unit pricing with an additional distributor outside of its geographic service area. The pricing for the items contained in this quote were determined to be reasonable. Comparative unit pricing for like for like items
ranged from 18% to 21% in favor of SEL. The manufacturer will implement an average price increase of 5% in February 2026 and SEL will maintain these adjusted prices through the end of 2028. Note JEA will be able to make the majority if this purchase

UTEC’s expertise, access o materials, equipment, and
vendors that JEA does not have, proved crucial in identifying the most reliable and cost-effective solution: a complete replacement of the cable and terminations at both ends, which includes 3,000 feet of cable and a total of six terminations. Alternative options
explored included: a new technology cable, which came with a higher price, longer lead time, and unproven reliability; repairing the cable, which carried a similar cost but included significant risks and uncertainties, including potential cost overruns and the
need for a splice pit at NGS; a new engineered solution, which would involve unknown costs, extended repair timelines (up to several years), and intrusive construction at NGS; and sourcing cable from other utilties, which offered no significant time or cost
advantages. After evaluating all alternatives, the decision to proceed with a complete cable replacement was deemed the best approach. Ferreira UTEC will handle the sourcing of materials and installation.

JEA has nearly 3,000 Fault Current Indicators (FCIs) installed on our distribution system. These devices communicate via SCADA and are pivotal to outage management. 400 of these devices have failed in the field and need to be replaced. Most of the failures Second by:
3 are due to weather-related factors, such as lightning strikes and water damage. Sentient has introduced improvements to the seal in the latest generation of the FCI, which should help mitigate water damage issues in the future. Based on the available data, the N/A One Time Purchase
failure rate appears to be around 3-5% annually.
The Sentient FCI is the only brand that is compatible with JEA’s SCADA system. Based on historical purchases of similar devices, the pricing aligns with what JEA has previously paid and is actually slightly lower. The reduction is likely due to the higher Committee Decision:

On November 21, 2025, the Technology Services Procurement Team conducted a reverse auetion with three participating suppliers. During the live auction, 29 lead changing low bid offer entries were submitted, with Tech Advanced Computers, Inc. initially providing the lowest bid. However, after the

auction concluded, Tech Advanced Computers, Inc. was unable to secure their expected pricing from Dell, Inc. and subsequently withdrew its bid. As a result, JEA awarded the contract to the next lowest bidder, CDW Government, LLC. The price difference between CDW and Tech Advanced Computers
was $2,131.60, and overall, JEA achieved savings of $125,130.15 through using the reverse auction process, based on the original quote initally submitied during business unit budget planning of $1,540.261.75 and previous pricing information.

withdraw, citing the difficulty of the work. Eau Gallie Electric was the sole bidder to remain engaged. We recommend awarding to this single bidder as the market has been fully tested., and further delays would negatively impact the critical path of the dependent
generator project.
DISCUSSION/ACTION: Given that there was only one bidder, Ted requested more information on the record for why the award was so much higher than the estimate amount. There were two main items causing the discrepancy to the bid amount vs. estimate.

As noted above, JEA utilized this solicitation as a vehicle to leverage JEA's volumes and explore the best possible proposals from suppliers to meet JEA's needs. JEA allocated the primary supply contract to the highest evaluated supplier for the four (4) key
underground items and elected to choose the lowest overall cost supplier as the primary awardee for the remaining items. This splitting of the grouping instead of splitting of individual items allows JEA and the suppliers greater operational efficiencies. However,
both suppliers will be contracted for all fourteen (14) items. Adding a secondary supply source for core items allows JEA to mitigate future supply disruptions which were significant over the past four (4) years, primarily linked to raw materials and labor.

Through the negotiation process, JEA was able to show where price and lead times needed to be further reduced to improve Suppliers' evaluations. This resulted in original proposal lead-times being shortened by approximately 18 weeks to an average of 6.8
weeks in the Best and Final Offer (BAFO). Lead times may be further reduced to 3 to 4 weeks if JEA is able to fully implement the stocking program (SWIM) offered by the Primary awardee. This carries significant value to JEA in carrying costs which JEA
will begin realizing upon implementation. Negotiations, supplier base expansion efforts, as well as market stability, were the primary drivers of the notably reduced costs and lead-times obtained in these proposals. JEA realized a 13% savings in the BAFO
process from the original bid submittals and an overall savings of 21% or $10M compared to the business estimate (last price paid) —see the attached savings analysis. This savings is spread over the three-year term of the agreement.

ENTACT performed ground improvement and remediation of contaminated soils to facilitate building construction
of a mixed-use development which will include a luxury hotel with residential units, an office building, and other
public amenities. ENTACT employed a deep soil mixing (DSM) ground improvement system to improve the support
characteristics of the soft organic soils present around and below the development area, and reduce the potential for
settlement. The fill areas that required ground improvement were approximately 66,200 square feet around the east,
west and south portions of the site. Large Diameter Single Axis soil mix columns were installed using a large rotary
drill rig across the fill areas and adjacent to the proposed structural grade beams. The soil mix columns were installed
in a triangular grid spacing and to a depth approximately feet below the soft organic compressible soils (up to 55
feet deep).

On 08/24/2021, the State of Florida executed contract DMS-19/20-006¢ with Verizon Wireless company through
an Invitation to Negotiate (ITN), with a five (5) year term through 08/23/2026. The State evaluated multiple
carriers and entered into contracts with Verizon Wireless, Sprint and AT&T. Verizon Wireless received the
highest technical and pricing scores out of the three (3) carriers. The evaluation criteria included technical
requirements, business operations, contract terms and conditions, pricing and coverage maps. It should be noted

that Verizon Wireless air cards, cell phones, and machine to machine data coverage were approved as a JEA
Standard on 02/15/2012.

This request is for a new three (3) year contract for JEA to piggyback off of the State of Florida contract and
award funding in the amount of $5,921,963.44. This amount includes an average monthly cost of $128,487.81
for FY22 current services increasing by 4 -12% each fiscal year due to new planned services, and the ten (10%)
percent contingency seen in the table below to cover potential additional monthly access plan usage. The table
below also includes $300,000.00 in estimated annual capital spend purchases for new wireless devices. Verizon
pricing will continue at the current rates in accordance with the previous contract and remain fixed for the term
of the contract. Multiple wireless providers are listed on the State of Florida contract. JEA completed a cost
comparison between the Verizon state contract and the AT&T state contract. The Verizon costs to JEA are 14%

lower or $21,800.00 less each month. A copy of the cost comparison and the State of Florida rate sheet is attached
as backup.

The usage of wireless devices monthly access plans contained in this contract have changed significantly since
08/07/2020 due to JEA’s changing technology requirements and usage. This award includes funding for the
following new estimated capital spend item purchases and the associated operating budget changes:

1.) Interruptible Customer — This wireless service enables JEA to temporarily reallocate a customer’s electric
service to another customer to better economize JEA electric service. In exchange, the interruptible
customer benefits by receiving a better rate.

2.) Mobility Platform Service — Tablet Purchases and Services — This service enables a higher scope and
scale of apps from the existing mobility services currently available.

3.) Fault Current Indicators - Fault indicators are devices which indicate the passage of fault current. When
properly applied, they can reduce operating costs and reduce service interruptions by identifying the
section of cable that has failed.

4.) Automatic Transfer Switch - An automatic transfer switch (ATS) is a self-acting, intelligent power
switching device governed by dedicated control logic. The principal purpose of an ATS is to ensure the
continuous delivery of electrical power from one of two power sources to a connected load circuit. This
is a continuation of JEA’s existing ATS Initiative supporting CEMI-5 improvements.

The Parties enter into this Contract (Contract) in accordance with Chapters 282 and 287, Florida

SECTION 1. CONTRACT TERM AND TERMINATION

1.1 Initial Term

1.2 Renewal
Upon written agreement, the Department and the Contractor may renew the Contract, in

whole or in part, for up to five (5) renewal years in accordance with section 287.057(13),
F.S., and Rule 60A-1.048, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).

1.3 Suspension of Work and Termination

1.3.1 Suspension of Work
The Department may, at its sole discretion, suspend any or all activities under the
Contract, at any time, when it is in the best interest of the State of Florida to do so.
The Department may, at its sole discretion, suspend the Contract at any time,
when in the best interest of the Department or Customer, as defined in Attachment
A, Definitions and Acronyms, to do so. The Department will provide the Contractor
written notice outlining the particulars of suspension and the effective date of the
suspension. After receiving a suspension notice, the Contractor must comply with
the notice and will cease the specified activities associated with the Contract.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the suspension of wireless services under the
Contract is limited to two (2) ninety (90) day periods (a total of 180 days) per twelve
(12) month period. Within ninety (90) days, or any longer period agreed to by the
Contractor, the Department will either (1) issue a notice authorizing resumption of
work, at which time activity will resume, or (2) terminate the Contract for
convenience. If the Department fails to provide notice in accordance with this
section, suspended lines will be automatically restored to active billing status on
the 915t day following each suspension period. Suspension of work will not entitle
the Contractor to any additional compensation. However, the Customer will remain
responsible to compensate Contractor for services ordered and delivered under
the terms of this Contract through the date of termination. For the avoidance of

doubt, the Contractor will not be compensated for any suspended services during
the time of suspension.

This Exhibit, when executed, shall be incorporated in and become part of the CONTRACT (JEA RFQ
Solicitation 1411794846) between JEA, and CDM Smith Inc. (Company), dated November 15, 2024,
hereafter referred to as the Agreement.

PROJECT BACKGROUND

JEA will be expanding their reclaimed water service to the RiverTown area and has selected Company to
perform the design, permitting, bidding, and engineering services during construction of a new
RiverTown reclaimed water ground storage tank (GST) and re-pump station (Project). A preliminary site
plan (included as part of the RFQ solicitation) for the Project is shown in Attachment A. The Project site
is located off Rivertown Main Street, approximately 800 feet northwest of the Albright Court and
Rivertown Main Street intersection in St. Johns County. The Project Site Parcel ID is 0009700030. JEA
intends to have reclaimed water services online at the new station by the end of calendar year
2028/early 2029 prior to peak reclaimed water demands in Spring 2029.

MAJOR PROJECT COMPONENTS

JEA requests that Company provide professional engineering services for the Project to include
preliminary design, final design, opinion of probable construction cost, permitting support, assistance
during bidding services, engineering services during construction, and start-up support. A pre-scoping
meeting was held between JEA and Company on October 31, 2024, to discuss the overall project
components and scope and fee development. Based on the information provided by JEA during the
scope development stage, the Project will include the following major elements:

The design of two new, 1.5-MG (usable) pre-stressed concrete GSTs with rainfall capture system,
and standard GST appurtenances for JEA reclaimed water tanks. The GST will be configured to
enhance operational flexibility, able to operate in parallel. The GSTs will include a single side-wrap
around staircase and bridge to connect the tanks.

A new re-pump station building (split-face single wythe concrete masonry unit exterior walls) that
will include an electrical equipment room, unisex restroom, and a mechanical pump room housing a
current and future pump, chlorine residual monitoring station, and bridge crane. Each pump will be
horizontal split-case, single-stage, double-suction operated on a VFD. A combination of jockey and
larger pumps may be used to meet initial conditions and modifications to meet future build-out
conditions. The building will be designed with a service truck access area to allow for operations
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accessibility for loading and unloading and servicing of the major equipment. Pumping flow and
pressure ranges will be defined as part of the 10 Percent Schematic Design phase.

A new sodium hypochlorite chemical structure that will contain the chemical meter pumps, piping,
appurtenances, two chemical storage tanks (approximately 6,000-gallon storage capacity per tank),
and a containment area to provide redundancy during filling and cleaning. The new structure will
include a prefabricated engineered metal building on three sides with a roof. The structure will
require fire suppression system in accordance with St. Johns County (SJC) Building Code.

Coordination of new primary FPL electrical service for the Project.
New emergency diesel engine-driven generator and fuel tank.

SCADA, controls, panels, and instrumentation for a fully automatic reclaimed water pumping and
storage system in accordance with JEA’S standards. Facility SCADA system will communicate (either

wirelessly or by fiber optic cable) to JEA’s Ridenour Central Control Room and include monitoring
and control for the processes.

Site paving, grading, and stormwater conveyance and stormwater storage for the site as well as the
incoming access road. Company will discuss and provide recommendations from JEA’s resiliency
study to the proposed site.

Final site appurtenances including fencing, gates, and landscaping in accordance with the RiverTown
planned unit development (PUD) and SJC Development Code.

Planning and coordination for the raceway to accommodate site security features including

cameras, fence sensors, building access, and facility automatic gates in accordance with JEA’S
Standards.

Yard piping and other piping appurtenances for the site and utilities into and out of the site. A
pressure sustaining and pressure relief valve will be installed on the tank fill piping prior to the tanks
and an above ground discharge flow meter and bypass flow meter and check valve.

Perform short circuit, protective device coordination, and arc flash analysis including equipment
labeling per Nation Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 70E.

Company will perform the work through the Design-Bid-Build delivery method with two separate bid
phases. Bid phase (1) includes initial site work, clearing, and construction of the pre-stressed concrete
GSTs and bid phase (2) includes the remaining construction activities and startup and commissioning of
the station.

SCOPE OF WORK

The following is a description of the services to be provided by Company. A preliminary index of drawing
list is included as Attachment B.

TASK 1 - PROJECT KICK-OFF AND DATA COLLECTION

This task provides for the Project coordination, preparation, and participation in the Project Kick-Off
Meeting at JEA-selected location and requesting and evaluating Project-specific data provided by JEA.

Subtask 1.1 - Kick-Off Meeting

Company will plan and participate in a Project Kick-Off Meeting with JEA’s staff and will present a work
plan strategy that addresses the expectations for the Project, lines of communication, Project
participants, Project goals, critical success factors, coordination of Project activities, Project schedule,
and Project design standards.

(spreadsheet) to manage the data/information requested and received. Company will review existing
and retrieved data/information and then prepare and submit via email the evaluated data/information
including the need for further data/information collection.

TASK 2 - 10-PERCENT SCHEMATIC DESIGN PACKAGE
Subtask 2.1 - 10-Percent Schematic Design Report

The 10-percent Schematic Design Report will focus on finalizing the site plan, updating the hydraulic
modeling efforts, finalizing the intended station phasing plan for current and future improvements
(flows and pressures for planning period), and outlining the major components of the Project. The 10
Percent Schematic Design Report will also recommend the suggested number of pumps for each
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planning period. Finalized detailed pumping calculations will be verified as part of the 30-percent
conceptual design phase.

Following the submittal of the 10-percent Schematic Design Report, a review meeting will be held with
the JEA's staff to review and discuss review comments as well as discuss future actions including further

advancement of the design to 30-percent. Company will prepare an agenda and transmit the meeting
minutes.

Subtask 2.2 - Resiliency Review

Company will implement a resiliency study to establish an understanding of current and future flood risk
associated with the proposed site. Company will utilize JEA’s ongoing System Resiliency Program to
evaluate flood risks and develop a flood elevation for use in developing minimum design criteria for the
wellhead improvements, including equipment and dry floodproofing and minimum elevations for
sensitive equipment, and other adaptation strategies to reduce the risk of adverse impact from severe
weather events. Company will attend a one-hour call with JEA’s Resiliency Team to discuss criteria for
the new facility and conceptual plan for setting critical infrastructure elevations and impacts to overall
site. Company will include the minimum design criteria established under this subtask and discussions
with JEA as part of the 10-Percent Schematic Design Report.

Subtask 2.3 - Surveying Services

Company will be responsible for providing the services of a local surveyor for the preparation of
additional surveys for the design activities including ASCE 38-02 quality level B designating subsurface
utilities. The local surveyor has already performed surveys for the property site, but full survey must be
performed for the site entrance road and working along the main access road. The survey for these
additional areas will include boundary, topographic, tree, and easement corridor to the site area.

A draft and final Geotechnical Report will be prepared under this subtask by the Company’s
subconsultant and will be reviewed by Company’s geotechnical team.

JEA will be responsible for
providing the Front-End Documents (Division 0) with Company providing necessary information and
coordination with subsequent specifications. A final constructability review will also be performed at
this milestone. Copies of the 90-percent design documents, as specified herein, will be submitted to JEA
for review. The submittal will include the following information:

90- percent design drawings.

90- percent design technical specifications.
Final design calculation notebook.
Updated risk register.

Updated opinion of probable construction cost estimate (Class 1) with variance report.

Updated schedule.
Following the submittal of the 90-percent design package, the JEA’s staff will review and send review
comments as well as discuss future actions including the advancement of the design. An in-person
meeting shall be held to review the JEA’s comments. Company will prepare an agenda and transmit
meeting minutes, capturing additional comments or action items required to advance to project.
Comments discussed at the meeting will be incorporated into future deliverables.
TASK 6 - 100-PERCENT FINAL DESIGN/ISSUED FOR BID DOCUMENTS PACKAGE
Subtask 6.1 - 100-Percent Design Package
Following discussion of the review comments from the 90-percent design, Company’s internal
constructability review, regulatory approval under Task 7, and based on mutually agreed upon changes
thereafter, Company will advance the design to the 100-Percent Design Package. This set will serve as
the final set of documents for JEA's review prior to issuing the Issued for Bid Documents Package
(subtask 6.2, below). JEA will be responsible for providing the Final Front End Documents (Division 0)

with Company providing the necessary information and coordination with subsequent specifications.
The submittal will include the following information:

100-percent design drawings.
100-percent design technical specifications.
Final risk register (used to develop Supplemental Work Allowance for JEA bid).

Opinion of probable construction cost estimate (Class 1 Level) with cost-variance analysis.

Draft bid form.
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Following the submittal of the draft 100-Percent Design Package, a final design review meeting will be
held with JEA’s staff to receive and discuss final review comments to finalize the design package and
prepare for bidding. Company will prepare an agenda and transmit meeting minutes from this meeting.
Company will incorporate the final review comments into the final Issued for Bid Design Package.

Subtask 6.2 - Issued for Bid (IFB) Documents Package — Early Work and Tank Construction

TASK 7 - PERMITTING ASSISTANCE

This task includes the services required for preparing and submitting appropriate permit application

forms and supporting documentation, attending meetings with regulatory agencies and responses to
requests for additional information as specified herein. Currently, it is understood that the following
regulatory agencies in each subtask are required for the project.

Subtask 7.1 - SJC Development Review Committee Review

Company will hold a preliminary application meeting with SIC DRC. The purpose of this meeting will be
to describe the project and review the proposed site plan and garner concurrence on requirements of
SIC. Company will assist JEA with applying for the SJC DRC permit, which will be required for both sets of
bidding documents. This assistance will include preparing and submitting the permit application
including the associated exhibits and drawings. SJC DRC may submit a request for additional information
(RAI). Preparation of responses for one RAI from SJC DRC has been budgeted. Comments received from
SJC DRC that impact the design drawings will be incorporated into the 100-Percent Design Package (if
not before) prior to their issuance to JEA for bid advertising. Each transmittal to SJIC DRC will be copied
to JEA.
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Subtask 7.2 - Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) Minor Modification (Blacks Ford
WREF)

Company will coordinate with JEA and participate in an initial contact with FDEP to inform them of the
project. Company will assist JEA with applying for the FDEP Minor Modification permit, which will
include preparing and submitting the permit application including the associated exhibits and drawings.
FDEP may submit a RAI. Preparation of responses for one RAIl from FDEP has been budgeted. Comments
received from FDEP that impact the design drawings will be incorporated into the 100-Percent Design
Package (if not before) prior to their issuance to JEA for bid advertising. Each transmittal to FDEP will be
copied to JEA.

Subtask 7.3 - St. Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD)/FDEP Environmental Resource
Permit (ERP)

Company will hold an initial pre-application meeting with SIRWMD/FDEP to discuss the ERP permitting.
Company will assist JEA with applying for the ERP, which will include preparing and submitting the
permit application including the associated exhibits and drawings. SIRWMD/FDEP may submit a RAI, and
preparation of responses for one RAI from SJRWMD/FDEP has been budgeted. Comments received from
SJIRWMD/FDEP that impact the design drawings will be incorporated into the 100-Percent Design
Package (if not before) prior to their issuance to JEA for bid advertising. Each transmittal to
SJIRWMD/FDEP will be copied to JEA.

Subtask 7.4 - SJC Building Department

Company will provide signed and sealed drawings to the awarded Contractor for them to use to obtain
the required SJC building permit(s). Company will provide responses for one RAI. The Contractor is
responsible for submitting and filling out the applications and all coordination efforts with SJC.

TASK 8 - BIDDING ASSISTANCE

Subtask 8.1 - Bidding Assistance

This task provides for Company services during the bidding phases for the Project. Company will perform
the work through the Design-Bid-Build delivery method with two separate bid phases. Bid phase (1)
includes initial site work, clearing, and construction of the pre-stressed concrete GSTs and bid phase (2)
includes the remaining construction activities, startup and commissioning of the station. Under this
subtask, the following services will be provided by Company for each bid phase:

1. Company’s PM will attend the pre-bid conference along with JEA staff.
2. Interpret and/or clarify construction contract documents to potential bidders’ technical questions.

3. Support JEA with Drawing and/or Specification updates for addenda issuance. JEA will coordinate
and issue the addenda.

After the Contract has been awarded to the Contractor by JEA, and after directive issued by JEA,
Company will develop Conformed Documents (technical specifications and drawings only). Company will
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combine drawing and specification modifications by addenda into the Conformed Documents. After the
documents are conformed, Company will provide the Conformed Contract Documents to JEA and the
Contractor. In addition, a digital version of the Conformed Documents (CAD and .pdf) will be submitted
to JEA and Contractor. Bidding assistance services end with issuance of the Award of Contract and
issuance of Conformed Contract Documents to JEA.

TASK 9 - SERVICES DURING CONSTRUCTION - BID PHASE | - TANK CONSTRUCTION
Subtask 9.1 - Pre-Construction Meeting

Company staff will attend and participate in a pre-construction meeting to answer technical questions.
Company will prepare meeting minutes of the pre-construction meeting and provide these minutes to
JEA for distribution to the attendees.

Subtask 9.2 - Monthly Site Visits and Monthly Status Meetings

Company’s project manager (PM) (or JEA-approved substitute) and project engineer will visit (or walk
through) the site prior to the start of each progress meeting (a total of five meetings have been
assumed) to observe, as an experienced and qualified design professional, the progress and the quality
of the executed work of the Contractor and determine, in general, if such work is proceeding in
accordance with the Contract Documents. The Company’s PM will identify errors or deficiencies in the
work observed during the walk-through, during the progress meeting, and in the site trip reports.
Additionally, the discipline lead, or equally qualified professional from the following disciplines will make
site visits, as required, to evaluate activities related to their specific area of expertise: structural (one
visit). These site visits will be conducted to observe construction activity, evaluate conformance with the
Contract Documents, and resolve design related issues with the tank contractor. Site visit reports and
construction progress minutes will be produced and submitted to JEA to document observations during
the site visits and discussions/decisions occurring during the progress meetings.

Subtask 9.3 - Shop Drawing Submittal Reviews

Under this task, Company will assist JEA by providing review of technical documents submitted by the
Contractor. The project budget is estimated based on approximately ten shop drawings (A and B
submittals). The basis of this submittal list is based on what is anticipated on the project and previous
similar work for the JEA. Shop drawings from the tank Contractor will be submitted electronically to the
Company and JEA concurrently to facilitate review of these submittals. Shop drawing logs will be
maintained by the Company and copies will be provided to document receipt and return of the
submittals.

Subtask 9.4 - Request for Information (RFls)

Under this task, Company will respond to Contractor RFls (up to five) related to the Contract
Documents. RFIs from the Contractor will be submitted electronically to the Company and JEA
concurrently to facilitate review of these RFls. RFl logs will be maintained by the Company and provided
to document receipt and return of the RFls.

Subtask 9.5 - Substantial and Final Completion/Acceptance

Prior to substantial completion, the Company will review watertightness testing and settlement criteria.
Company will participate in a substantial completion walk-through event and prepare a written punch
list for the items remaining in the Contract. The walk-through will occur with JEA staff, Company, and
the Contractor. Once the punch list items have been completed by the Contractor, Company will
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conduct one final completion walk-through with JEA and the Contractor to confirm that the punch list
items have been completed and recommend issuance of final completion/acceptance.

Subtask 9.6 - Record Drawings Preparation and Submittal

Company, using red-lined drawing mark-ups prepared by the tank CONTRACTOR, final record drawings
will be incorporated and included in the overall record drawing set noted in Subtask 10. 9.

TASK 10 - SERVICES DURING CONSTRUCTION — BID PHASE Il - REMAINING CONSTRUCTION
Subtask 10.1 - Pre-Construction Meeting

Company staff will attend and participate in a pre-construction meeting to answer technical questions.
Company will prepare meeting minutes of the pre-construction meeting and provide these minutes to
the JEA for distribution to the attendees.

Subtask 10.2 - Monthly Site Visits and Monthly Status Meetings

Company’s project manager (PM) (or JEA-approved substitute) and project engineer will visit (or walk
through) the site prior to the start of each progress meeting (a total of 20 meetings have been assumed
for construction activities including tank construction and remaining construction) to observe, as an
experienced and qualified design professional, the progress and the quality of the executed work of the
Contractor and determine, in general, if such work is proceeding in accordance with the Contract
Documents. The Company’s PM will identify errors or deficiencies in the work observed during the walk-
through, during the progress meeting, and in the site trip reports. Additionally, the discipline lead, or
equally qualified professional from the following disciplines will make site visits, as required, to evaluate
activities related to their specific area of expertise: electrical (two visits), instrumentation (two visits),
structural (two visits), architectural (two visits), process and building mechanical/HVAC/plumbing (one
visit). These site visits will be conducted to observe construction activity, evaluate conformance with the
Contract Documents, and resolve design related issues with the Contractor, particularly related to
equipment installation, electrical system, and control system installation and programming. Site visit
reports and construction progress minutes will be produced and submitted to JEA to document
observations during the site visits and discussions/decisions occurring during the progress meetings.

Subtask 10.3 - Shop Drawing Submittal Review

Under this task, Company will assist JEA by providing review of technical documents submitted by the
Contractor. The project budget includes time for approximately 283 shop drawings (a total of 183 initial
shop drawing review and 100 resubmittals). The basis of this submittal list is based on what is
anticipated on the project and previous similar work for the JEA. Shop drawings from the Contractor will
be submitted electronically to the Company and JEA concurrently to facilitate review of these
submittals. Shop drawing logs will be maintained by the Company and copies will be provided to
document receipt and return of the submittals.

Subtask 10.4 - Request for Information (RFls) and Design Clarifications

Under this task, Company will respond to Contractor RFIs (up to 45) related to the Contract Documents
and issue up to three design clarifications. RFls from the Contractor will be submitted electronically to
the Company and the JEA concurrently to facilitate review of these RFIs. RFI logs will be maintained by
the Company and provided to document receipt and return of the RFls.
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Subtask 10.5 - Asset Management Information Submittals

Company will review Contractor-submitted Vendor Asset Management information for accuracy during
the project construction. JEA will be responsible for providing Company with the Microsoft Excel-based
template that will make it seamless for JEA to incorporate asset management information.

Subtask 10.6 - Review and Approval of Vendor Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Manuals

Company will review and comment on the Final Vendor O&M Manuals for the installed equipment. For
this effort, Company has assumed up to ten separate manuals for various pieces of equipment, some of
which could be in combination with other associated equipment. Company will provide appropriate
language within the specifications to be consistent with the referenced number of separate manuals. If
individual O&M manuals are deemed acceptable by the Company, they will be approved in writing. If
Company deems any specific O&M manual to be deficient and/or in error, Company will notify JEA, in
writing, as to the noted deficiencies and/or errors. This will include up to one additional resubmittal
review.

Subtask 10.7 - Start-Up and Performance Testing

The contractor will be responsible for arranging and conducting the startup test for major equipment.
Company will review the submitted test plans and test reports from the suppliers for the pump
equipment testing and review the certified performance testing results. The witness, start-up and
performance testing will be conducted by Company’s discipline engineer representatives for process
mechanical, HVAC, electrical and instrumentation.

Company has assumed the following personnel and on-site time duration for startup/performance
testing is below. Any additional efforts shall be discussed with JEA during the services during
construction phase and usage of Task 11 — Additional Engineering Services.

1. Process/Mechanical Engineer — estimated total of 40 labor hours for up to four site visits.
2. Electrical Engineer — estimated total of 40 labor hours for up to three site visits.
3. Instrumentation and Controls Engineer — estimated total of 20 labor hours for up to two site visits.

Subtask 10.8 - Substantial and Final Completion/Acceptance and FDEP Certification

Company will participate in two substantial completion walk-through events and prepare a written
punch list for the items remaining in the Contract. The first walk-through will occur with JEA staff,
Company, and the Contractor. The second walk-through will occur with JEA, Company, and the
Contractor to check that the work has been corrected and is ready for a final inspection and approval.
Once the punch list items have been completed by the Contractor, Company will conduct one final
completion walk-through with JEA and the Contractor to confirm that the punch list items have been
completed and recommend issuance of final completion/acceptance. Upon substantial completion, and
in accordance with permit requirements, Company will prepare the FDEP and ERP certifications of
compliance, as appropriate, with the necessary attachments. JEA will sign as JEA and Operating Entity, if
required. If additional walkthroughs are required, Company reserves the right to seek additional
compensation.
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Subtask 10.9 - Record Drawings Preparation and Submittal

Company, using red-lined drawing mark-ups prepared by the CONTRACTOR, will prepare and submit to
JEA record drawing, signed/sealed and stamp signed by the Company as well as one electronic copy in
ACAD (.dwg) and PDF (.pdf). The signed and sealed record drawing sets will be provided with the record
drawing stamp and the discipline Engineer of Record P.E. stamp.

TASK 11 - PROJECT MANAGEMENT AND QUALITY CONTROL

Activities performed under this task consist of those general functions required to maintain the project
on schedule, within budget, and that the quality of the work products defined within this Scope of Work
are consistent with Company’s standards and JEA's requirements. Following the issuance of the NTP
from JEA, Company will perform a project planning, scope review meeting and a project health and
safety plan. Additionally, Company maintains a Quality Management System (QMS) on all projects. This
task includes monthly invoicing, progress reporting, and schedule updates to the JEA. Preparation and
updates to the cash flow will be prepared and tracked each month.

Company will hold Technical Review Committee (TRC) and Project Quality Meetings, for quality
assurance and control, prior to transmitting documents to JEA. TRC meetings will be held at the 10-
percent, 30-percent and 60-percent design milestones. The Company will also perform a constructability
review at the 90-percent design milestone and a comprehensive final design review at the 100-percent.
Company will maintain and submit to JEA on a periodic basis a comment and response spreadsheet that
will track JEA comments and Company’s response and intended actions to address the comments.
Company’s subconsultants will be integrated in the quality management process.

TASK 12 - ADDITIONAL ENGINEERING SERVICES

This task is for allowances and optional additional engineering services during design and construction
required for the project and as requested by JEA. As additional services are identified, the Company will
notify JEA in writing and prepare a document summarizing the requests along with any schedule and/or
cost impacts. JEA will review and authorize funding through these additional services. Changes which go
beyond the allowance set forth in Task 12 will be handled through a formal amendment to the Contract.
The said services will only be performed at the expressed written direction of JEA.

Provide Company latest up-to-date available comprehensive Southeastern Reclaimed Water
hydraulic model, results, pump curve and pertinent information.

Provide associated Resiliency Plan and assessment of flood vulnerability and risk associated with
current and future flood scenarios.

Provide permit application fees.

Provide coordinated Front-End Documents (Division 0).

Provide bid evaluation and recommendation of award letter for Contractor(s).
Review and approve Contractor’s pay requests.

Review and approve change orders during construction.

ASSUMPTIONS

Company has made the following assumptions to determine the Scope of Work and develop fee
estimates.

1. Company shall be in compliance with the latest (2025) JEA Standards through the Issued for Bid
Design Package on the project. Any changes to standards that impact the timing of the project
beyond the Issued for Bid stage will be negotiated under an amendment to update, accordingly.

2. Design decisions and directions in this work will be fixed after the 30-percent conceptual design
meeting with JEA. Any changes to design direction or substantial modifications will be discussed
with JEA and Company and implications to scope, schedule, and budget.

Based on information received to date, the wetland impacts to the project, including the access
road, have already been permitted and appropriately mitigated. Company does not anticipate that
the project will require additional wetland delineation or mitigation.

Construction duration for the first bid phase is estimated at 12-months, and construction duration
for the second bid phase is estimated at 20 months.

Company has included additional efforts under Task 3.2 for geophysical study for the site to explore
suspected anomalies in the limestone that may show potential for soil loss. The work will be
completed utilize 3x Electrical Resistivity Imaging (ERI) survey in the field and results would be
included in the geotechnical report.

This design assumes that the OWNER will perform all PLC and human-machine interface (HMI)
programming and development, provide PC Workstation and all work associated with completing
the radio study and construction of the radio communication antenna to connect to JEA’s remote
SCADA network. Company will coordinate with JEA during design for the preferred location of the
antenna on the design drawings.

- Installation of (6) new 138kV terminations

Option 2 Rebuild with 138kV components: (Timeline of 5-6 months for materials) $2,399,671.00

- Replacement of cable from new direct buried splice to faulted end, footage unknown (3000’ cable order)
- Installation of new 138kV splice

- Installation of (3) new 138kV terminations

- Civil pricing was included at $120,000 as a place holder, lump sum will require a field visit

Ferreira UTEC does believe the best method for repair would be end to end, leaving your existing subgrade conduits intact
without disturbing potential conflicts within the station. Timeline for 161kV components are slightly longer and Okonite
determined there is no issue restoring the circuit using shorter lead time materials at 138kV classification.

HVAC Test Methodology

For the commissioning tests, each conductor of the cable system is energized to 135 kV, corresponding to 1.7 Uy,
as per IEC 60840, for a period of 60 minutes. U references rated-line-to-ground operating voltage. The RTS is
connected to the cable conductor under test via a corona free HV test connection.

The voltage steps are as follows: 40 kV corresponding to 0.5U, for up to 2 minutes, then 80 kV corresponding
to 1Uo for up to 5 minutes, then 100 kV corresponding to 1.25 U for up to 5 minutes, then 120 kV
corresponding to 1.5Uo for up to 5 minutes, then 135 kV corresponding to 1.7U, for 60 minutes. At each step
and during ramp-up, partial discharge activity is monitored and recorded at all accessories. If sustainable
internal PD is detected, then the test may be terminated to avoid a Failure Under Test and the PDIV and PDEV
voltages as well as PD magnitude and PD pattern is recorded.

Using a calibrated high voltage capacitive voltage divider, the voltage applied to the cable system will be
measured and stored once every second.

Partial Discharge (PD) Measurement Methodology

Note, the broadband PD monitor used for these tests is referred to as WaveRunner and is developed and
manufactured by HVPD with software modified by Kinectrics. The monitor operates in the frequency range from
DC to 250 MHz. The system measures and stores the wave shape of each individual signal measured and thus
allows for separation of different signal source using Classification Mapping. The system can thus detect PD
below the ambient noise level. The system can work with a range of partial discharge sensors ranging from
internal, embedded sensors to external HFCTs or differential capacitors. For this project, Kinectrics will make
use of a Transient Earth Voltage (TEV) sensor.

TanDelta/PowerFactor Measurement

For new or re-conductored HPFF cable systems, PD testing and Tand measurement during AC HiPot testing
provide for a basepoint of future trending of the cable system through its expected life. For existing HPFF cable
systems, PD testing and Tanl measurement during AC HiPot testing provide for a basepoint of future trending
of the cable system through its expected life. Common dielectric judgment would dictate that no Tand TipUp
should be observed below 1.5U0 and no evidence of arcing in the oil should be observed at any voltage level up
to 2U0.

For field aged cable systems, variations in the dissipation/power factor are often signs of mechanical
displacements, the ingress of moisture, partial discharge, aging and degradation in insulation. By obtaining Tand
measurements over time a trend can be established. As aging mechanisms act on an insulation system the trend
of Tand will be affected. Specifically, ingress of moisture resultin an increase in Tand over time whereas thermal
aging (dryness) results in a decrease in Tand.

Secondly, the on-set of PD activity results in an increase in Tand and therefore, by obtaining Tand at different
voltages the presence of PD activity within the cable system can be detected. It should be noted the TipUp
measurement is in addition to the PD measurement described above. The PD measurement helps identify
problems specifically located in accessories but, typically, not in the cable sections between accessories. The
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Tip-Up measurement can help detect PD in cable sections, and thus the cable system overall, as a result of over-
all aging.

Using a digital semi-automated bridge system consisting of a digital data processor, a current shunt and a
reference capacitor, Tand will be measured with extremely high measurement accuracy (typical < 5x 10°). Note,
an accuracy of 10* is needed for Tand measurements on laminate, fluid filled cable systems. Thus, the system
employed has an order of magnitude sensitivity better than required.

The system is setup and operated in conjunction with the RTS and PD tests.

TECHNICAL NOTES:

e The connection of the test voltage will be provided via the open-air terminations — see Figure 3.
e Provision of a suitable ground connection must be provided at the Test end.

e For safety reasons, ground loops cannot exist during testing. Consequently, diesel generators and
Distribution Board grounds must be grounded via the RTS setup and not directly to local system ground.
